• Journey to a Different World-Spanish language students are working on ESL initiatives 

with youth and adults at El Centro  in Port Richmond

• Nonviolence to Violence: The Quest for Justice-Wagner College students brought the 

Generation Citizen curriculum to Port Richmond High School, where they worked weekly 

with high school students to explore issues around social justice. At the end of the course, all 

students participated in a variety of projects, including a food drive and a panel discussion 

with local officials which explored rising bus fare charges.

• Professional Project Seminar-Dr. Margo Governo’s graduate students broke into several 

work groups and brought their health care expertise to Project Hospitality’s Health Heart 

Initiative (created bilingual consumer brochures and games for school children), El Centro 

and the CYO (created healthy recipe books and counseled residents on nutrition) and helped 

Meals on Wheels conduct health surveys to underscore the need retain city funding of feeding 

programs for homebound elderly.
